Symptoms include ravenous appetite, weight loss, vomiting and 
diahorrea. This disease was previously treated using life-long 
medication or surgery. Radioactive iodine has a success rate 
of 95% and patients need no further treatment.

In Australia, up 
to 29% of cats are thought to carry the virus, which eventually 
weakens the immune system so much that the cat will die from 
a subsequent infection. There is no cure for Feline AIDS, but 
unlike humans, cats can be vaccinated against FIV as long as 
they are not already carrying the virus.
