After initial emergency surgery to
clean her wounds of gravel and grass, Heidi endured many more
procedures to help her head wound heal and it is now reduced
to the size of a twenty cent piece, and she has use of both her
eyes. Throughout the healing process, Heidi has been one of the
happiest and most lively dogs we have treated and always loves
to visit us at the hospital, helped by her owner Jan’s positive
attitude.
